Over the past few weeks we have been working on a Forces and Structures unit in Science.  This is a great ‘hands on’ unit that allows students a chance to be creative, as they have a chance to design and build various structures.  

In addition to in-class work, the students are asked to design and construct a structure of their choice that relates to this unit. The building of this project will take place at home and will count towards their term two grade.
Examples for projects may include:  
· Model wooden boats, wood-framed airplanes, welded model car frames, various bridge structures, domes/arches, model frame homes, model towers, fishing rods or any other structure that you can think of!!!!!!!! I’ve had some very unique ideas over the years…
*** Please make sure that the structure is school appropriate.  (I.e. no weapons, guns, etc.)***
Projects must be cleared through Mrs. Tuininga before construction starts in order to ensure that students have chosen an appropriate model.  I will be expecting students to show a demonstration of the science topics that we discussed in class throughout the building of their project (types of structures, gravity, forces, shapes, loads, and efficiency).
· Although this is an individual project anyone can help during the building process including family and friends.  It is expected that the final structure reflect ~4 – 6 hours of work.
In addition to the final structure, a LOG SHEET must be submitted at the time of completion.  This Log Sheet will basically be a written account of the work done on the project.  
Projects will be due the week of November 27th – December 1st 
Students will orally present their projects before their classmates during that week as well.
Materials for this project will be collected on your own, but please have your student discuss with me if there is anything they are unable to collect that they would like to use. You can use anything from recycled materials, spaghetti, Popsicle sticks, toothpicks or you may choose to purchase materials from a store of your choice. Dollar stores may be a good place to start if you want to find and purchase other supplies.
